Fishing knots alle you to poperly tie gur line to pur hook, lue and other tackle.
These knots haween deloped and tested tloighly to assertying ease andestgth.
Each knot has a specific purpossfodyou learn any neknot, consider the follang:

¥The right knot is impadant. You want the stngest knot possible so that lor®lose the fish.
A simple gerhand knot wakens lineybabout 50 peent.

¥ Ractice tying knotsTake a length of fishing line, a hook with the point cut off or buried into
a cok, and practice. r&ctice until gu can tie each knot cectly

¥Wet knots with salvas gu pull them tight.This pewents damage to the line andvadlthe
knot to pull tight.

¥ Rull knots tight to pevent slippage.

¥Trim knots closely with a nail clippéx good knot, pulled tight, will not come loose.
Close trimming ments the knot &m catching snags oeads. D not burn the tag end B
heat damages the line and knot.

¥ Knots hawtheir avn terminology The "tag end" (sometimes called the Kingrend") is the
end of the line used to tie the kndhe "standing end" is that paf the line coming dm
your fishing eel.

¥ Lea® a foot or mer of the "tag end" of line for tying knots so thatgan tie them pperly

¥ Rull up all ends when tightening the kn@tith some knots this will be only the standing end
and tag end; with other knots it might bex¢hor four ends.

¥ Knots a raely as stmg as the line. Knotength is often exgssed in peent, such as the
percentage of the strgth of the line at which the knoe@ker than the line) willdak.
As an example, a knot testing 9@e@rwill beak at nine pounds of tension in a line testing
ten-pounds.

There ae seeral types of knotsThese knots arespecially good for nylon monofilament,
the most commonly used line for all fishing.

KNOTSTO TIE ON HOOKS, LURES, RIGS
Knots to tie a fishing line to a hook oelae the basic and used in all fishing.

IMPROVED CLINCH KNOT- This is a ariation of an older clinch knothe \ariation

(a final tuck of the line back dlugh a loop) makes this knot test 95qudrof the line stngth.

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PALOMAR KNOT BThis knot, @er 95 parent in sength, takes meiine to tie because it is
doubled first. tlis good for lines up to andeo 20 pound test. dBause it isin doubled though
the lue or hook ey, knotted and then loopedo the hook or le; it may tangle easidtris a
favorite knot of many anglers.

NON-SLIP LOOP KNOT BThis knot ceates a fd loop so that a hook caeelly moe. L is
best with larger lines whex tight knot such as tlmegroved Clinch can impede the hook/bait or
lure mavement. tis similar to tying theriproved Clinch Knot.

BLOOD KNOT BThis knot equies fie turns of line, with each tag erouad the gerlapped
standing end of lineThis is easy to dg Imaking one series of turns and tucking the tag end
between the two lines and thapeating with the second lineisla good knot if the linesarot
too dissimilar in diameter&Igood for tying 15 pound test line to 20 pound test line; not good
for tying 15 pound test line to 50 pound test line.
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SURGEONOS KND b This makes it easy to join two lines, but one line must hessiwe gu
hawe to bring the one end tugh the formedverhand loop As with other lines, use a lot of
owerlapping line so thaby can pull on all four ends taperly pull tight.Work with both lines
together asoy tie this, and make suhat both loops @the same sizo assera stvng knot.

SURGEONOS@OP BThis knot is similar to thaeu®eo® Knot for joining linesTo make this,
fold over the tag end of line and form the knot using both strands to make adéohateddknot.
Pull up caefully on both the two ends and the loop

FIGURE-EIGHT LOOP BThis loop knot is also easy to tieldFver the tag end of line (leav
lots of line for this) and then form a feeight bend with the two lines, endipgbing though
the first loop As with the &geo® Loop pull tight on the loop and both tag ends.

ARBOR KNOT BYou need to attach the
line to your fishing eel, but this knot does
not need to be sing. RiIn the line aund
the spool hub (arbor) and make egrivand
knot apbund the standing line. Clip and
pull tight.

IN-LINE DR OPPER BThis allavs yu to make a loop in the middle otiyline to attach a hook
or other rig. 6ld the line backver itself to make a loognd then twist the twoserlapping line
sections four or fvimes. ®l the loop though this center twist. ulPtight.
